Question:  Should the BEIPC take a leadership role in dealing with major flooding issues in the S. Fork CDA River and Pine Creek as it pertains to protection of the Superfund remedy and general community protection?
In the past, the BEIPC has at times worked on major flooding issues but has never voted to get involved as is required by our MOU.  Examples of past involvement include:  

· Assisting Shoshone County in the preparation of their Hazard Mitigation Plan

· Working with the Congressional Delegation to secure federal funding for levee evaluation

· Developing a white paper on Upper CDA Basin Framework for Flood Control Program
· Developing a white paper on Procedure and action for levee system certification and accreditation within the Silver Valley

Recently the question was asked, can the BEIPC be a sponsor for seeking federal and other grants for flood control acting within the authority granted to the BEIPC as a flood control district under the legislation creating the BEIPC.  The Executive Director contacted Curt Fransen and he indicated that it fit within the authorities of the BEIPC.

The Executive Director proposes that the BEIPC take a leadership role in assisting all parties in dealing with flood control issues and that the Board vote to approve of that role rather than continue in a some what unofficial role.
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
